                        Strategy 

  

Definition: A plan of action resulting from the practice of a strategy.    

In our case we are talking about the strategy we employ when we ride what is our plan of action?  Do 

you have a way of detecting hazards as early as possible?  Do you have a way of dealing with those 

same hazards when they affect your ride?  Do you practice?  Iôve discussed the strategies that the 

Motorcycle Safety Foundation (MSF) has used in the past and still uses: SEE [Search, Evaluate, and 

Execute]; SIPDE [Search, Identify, Predict, Decide, and Execute]; SPA [Search, Predict, and Act]; and 

our own GWRRA strategy, SAA [ Search, Anticipate, and Act].  We employ these tools to keep us safer 

when we ride.  They are used to Manage Risk.  When we control or manage the risk we are confronted 

with we can control the destiny of the ride.  This is important all the time but it may very well be more 

important to place these tools in the forefront of our thoughts as we climb aboard our bikes after a winter 

riding hiatus.  How can we brush up?  I talked about all the training that is offered in the form of Riding 

Courses and Seminars before.  These classes are offered by MSF Sponsors.  They are offered at 

GWRRA District and Region rallies and they are offered at Wing Ding.  Now it is our turn as 

conscientious riders to find these classes and take one so that we can refresh our skills and be ready to 

do take to the highways.

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The History of Father's Day  
The first known celebration of Father's Day was on July 5, 1908 in Fairmont, West Virginia, where it was commemorated at 

William Memorial Methodist Episcopal Church South ï now known as Central United Methodist Church. Grace Golden 

Clayton is believed to have suggested it to her pastor after a deadly explosion in nearby Monongah in December, killing 361 

men. 

It was also during a sermon in 1909 that Sonora Smart Dodd became inspired by Mother's Day. After the death of her mother, 

Sonora and her siblings were raised by their father William Jackson Smart, a Civil War veteran. Sonora wanted to show how 

thankful she was to her father and, because William was born in June, she worked to have the first Father's Day celebrated 

on June 19, 1910. 

In 1924, President Coolidge recommended that Father's Day become a national holiday. President Johnson designated the 

third Sunday of June to be Father's Day in 1966. It was not until 1972 that President Nixon instituted Father's Day as a 

national observance. 

Did You Know ï Roses are the official flower on Father's Day, red for fathers who were still living and white for those who
