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Is it winter yet? 

Here in the Houston area, we have sure had a mild winter thus far.  Sure, we have had some chilly mornings and some cool days but 

for the most part this is what I like about Texas.  We have a lot of days when riding is very comfortable.  It is actually hard to believe 

that we are already into February.  We saw a lot of 70+ degree days in January.  That is perfect riding temps for Billie and me.  I 

hope this article does not break the streak of good days.  

 

Winter Riding part 2 
There have been some mornings that we have had ice on our car windows when we leave for work.  I try to take a 

pitcher of water out and clear our windows before Billie and I head off to work.  I found it amazing that there could

how this could be when the freezing point for water is 32 degrees.  He explained to me that it is because of the 

evaporative cooling effect of the dew, much like the sweat on our bodies which cools us.  This effect brings the 

temperature down to the freezing point.  

 

I give you that information to bring up a point.  Not all drivers will clear their windows in the morning when heading off to work.  

Some will only clear a small patch of window to see through because they are late for work or whatever. They will get in the car and 

head out on the road to make that last minute dash to the job hoping that the defroster will clear the windows.  However, they do 

not allow enough time for it to take effect.  That means that they are driving with reduced visibility and placing us, the motorcyclists 

who ride to work, in more danger.  Be extra careful around these drivers knowing that they have placed you at a greater risk.  The 

same is true about windows with heavy dew.  If you leave for work early, especially before the sun is up, you will need to be more 

alert to these added dangers.  

 

Another hazard that I see it every day on the Katy Freeway is drivers.  They are distracted by 

reading text messages, emails, making calls or even putting on makeup in the rush hour traffic. 

They do not pay full attention to the task of safely operating a motor vehicle.  They put you in 

peril of your life.  Give them room.  Truck and bus drivers are now prohibited by law in Texas 

from using cell phones without a hands free device while operating their vehicles. 

 

To avoid some of these people, I use the HOV lanes when possible to reduce the number of vehicles in 

my immediate area.  In case you are not aware, motorcyclists even with only 1 rider are allowed to use 

the HOV lanes in Houston.  This takes us from the main lanes and reduces our risks.  You cannot pull your 

trailer though.  No trailers are allowed on the HOV lanes.  You can find more information on the Houston 

area HOV and Diamond lanes at this link: http://www.ridemetro.org/SchedulesMaps/HOV/HOV-Guide.pdf   

Bee seen!  
The winter and spring seasons here in Houston are especially susceptible to early morning fog because of 

the high humidity and often warmer surface temperatures.  Reduced visibility is one of the worst things 

that we have to be aware of as motorcyclists, both for us and for the other motorists on the highway.  We 

need to see and be seen and do all we can to reduce the risks of accidents.

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I have heard it said in motorcycle circles and read in safety articles that we should ride as if no one can 

see us.  I quoted a friend who had told me to ride as if we are invisible.  That is true from the perspective 

of our mental preparedness to ride but the opposite is true for other motorists on the highway.  We 

want them to see us and the better they see us the more likely they are to respect our right of way on 

the highway and avoid doing something to cause an accident.

our highways and that would be in good riding weather.  The 3% figure declines with cold or inclement 

weather because less people ride then.  Because we are so much smaller than cars we often get over-

looked and if we ride dark colored bikes with dark colored riding gear, we are even harder to spot.  We

Who, if anybody, evaluates whether Chapter Directors are acting in the best interest of 

their Chapter?  Could they be acting based upon their personal beliefs?  Would those beliefs adequately rep-

resent the desires of the general Membership?  Who could make that determination?  Why YOU, of course! 

 

 To be able to determine if the Chapter Director is ñon trackò, you will need to have a basic under-

standing of the Officerôs Handbook (OHB).  In this issue, I would like to present the Introduction to all 

GWRRA Officers provided by our Director.  This is found in page A-1 of the Handbook.  

 

Dear GWRRA Officers: 

 

You have accepted a very important and responsible position in our Association that will 

challenge you to provide leadership. A position to furnish an environment for our Members to 

come together to experience mostly FUN and CAMARADERIE; to enjoy riding their GOLD 

WINGS or VALKYRIES and, most importantly, take advantage of GWRRAôs RIDER EDU-

CATION. 

 

The network you now join as an Officer of GWRRA is wholly responsible for the communi-

cation link between the Association and our Members. By acceptance of this Officerôs posi-

tion, all of us have agreed to support the ideals of GWRRA and to provide our Members with 

a relaxed, fun atmosphereé free of politics and religion. Politics and religion are a personal 

choice and should always be left to the individual discretion of the Members. Our sole pur-

pose is to keep it simple, make it FUN, and say YES 99.5% of the time. The word ñNOò is 

not in our vocabulary unless it is absolutely in the best interest of our Membersô safety.

 Is there any discomfort or conflict in the Chapter that is political in nature, or dealing with religion?  

The statement ñéfree of politics and religionò in the 2nd paragraph delineates the CDôs responsibility on that 

front. 

 

 Does the CD respond with ñnoò frequently, turning down reasonable requests and nixing reasonable 

suggestions?  See the last two sentences in the second paragraph. 

 

 Finally, does the CD act more like a boss than someone who serves?  The first sentence in the last 

paragraph reads, ñéas Officers, we are here to serve our Members, they are not here to serve us.ò 

 

 If any of these concerns are perceived as real within your own Chapter, challenge your CD to re-read 

Section ñAò of the Officerôs Handbook.  With a little cooperation, your Chapter may become even more suc-

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How Chapter of the Year is Determined  
 

The Chapter of the Year Program was created and designed in 2007 to stimulate Chapters to strive for ex-
cellence within their respective District and Region. Secondly it is to find and recognize the best of the best 
Chapters within GWRRA. 
 

The goal of the Chapter of the Year Program is to get more Chapters involved in all of the GWRRA programs and FUN 
activities that have been proven successful for many of the active and growing Chapters throughout GWRRA. Chap-
ters that enter into the Chapter of the Year Program and are not selected as the District, Region or GWRRA Interna-
tional Chapter of the Year, will be a stronger healthier Chapter for their efforts. Many of the scoring areas are meas-
ured in percentages to ensure that small and large Chapters alike have an equal chance in winning. 
 

At the end of each year the Chapter Director or Chapter of The Year Coordinator completes and submits a scorecard.  
Points are given for items such as: 
 

Does the Chapter have an Assistant Chapter Director, Assistant Chapter Director and Chapter Educator?   

Does the Chapter provide a Newsletter to all Chapter Participants free of charge on a monthly basis? 

Does the Chapter meet monthly at an appropriate location to promote GWRRAôs motto, ñFriends for FUN, Safety, 
and Knowledge?ò 

Was the Chapterôs Annual Financial Report for the previous year correctly submitted on time to the District Direc-
tor? 

Does the Chapter have a Chapter Mascot? 

Does the Chapter have a Chapter Banner? 

Does the Chapter have an up to date and current Chapter Scrap Book? 

Did at least 30% of the Chapter Participants attend a District Convention outside their District but within their own 
Region?  

Did at least 25% of the Chapter Participants attend their Region Convention? 

Did at least 20% of the Chapter Participants attend a Convention outside their Region?  

Did at least 15% of the Chapter Participants attend Wing Ding in 2012? 

Did the CD attend a Chapter of the Year Seminar? 

Did the ACD attend a Chapter of the Year Seminar? 

Did the Chapter of the Year Coordinator take a Chapter of the Year Seminar? 

Did the Chapter MEC take a Chapter of the Year Seminar between? 

Did the ACD complete the Officer Certification Program? 

Did the Chapter Educator complete the Officer Certification Program? 

Did the Chapter Treasurer complete the Officer Certification Program? 

Did the Chapter Membership Enhancement Coordinator complete the Officer Certification Program? 

Did the Chapter of the Year Coordinator complete the Officer Certification Program? 

Did the Motorist Awareness Coordinator complete the Officer Certification Program? 

Does the Chapter have a Membership Enhancement Coordinator? 

Does the Chapter have a Chapter of the Year Coordinator? 

Does the Chapter have a Motorist Awareness Coordinator? 

Did at least 35% of the Chapter Participants attend their own District Convention?  The number of events each 
month.  Outstanding and Extraordinary Chapter Events or Activities that the Chapter hosted or participated in dur-
ing the year.  Points are also given for the Chapter website and what is on the website.  Does the website contain  
The GWRRA logo and the words ñGold Wing Road Riders Associationò or the acronym ñGWRRA.ò  And the  Re-
gion, District, Chapter designations, plus city and state? Is there a link to International, Region, and District web 
site. Does the website have the monthly Gathering meeting place and time on the website.  

Does the Chapter have planned Chapter recruiting activities? 

Does the Chapter have a Couple of the Year? 

Does your Chapter participate in the GWRRA Rider Education Levels Program?  Then points are given based on 
the percentage of members in each level.  In 2012, they will give points for  Rider Education seminars attended by 
members. 

Points are also given Leadership Training attended by Chapter Director and members. 
 

All of the points are added up, validated and a District Chapter of the Year is named.  The District Chapter of the Year 
is then submitted to Region.  All of the District Chapter of the Years in that Region compete for Region Chapter of the 
Year.
